0 Application Filing Fee: Check or Money Order for
$725.00 made out to “US Department of
Homeland Security” (if 75 or older, the fee is $640),
UNLESS you qualify for a fee waiver*

0 *Fee Waivers: You must bring recent written proof that
you receive public benefits, like SSI, Medi-Cal, food
stamps, WIC, CalWorks, cash aid, general assistance, etc.

0 Men only: If you were living in the U.S. between ages of 18
and 26, please bring evidence of Selective Service

registration if you have it. You may verify registration at
WWW.SSS.gov, or (888) 655-1825.
